These innovative system solutions offer the processor many noteworthy 
advantages, including high insulating performance, short installation 
times and high comfort. On account of the compression-proof insulating 
material, the sub-construction needs no vertical bracing for the fastening 
of the outer shell up to a weight of 20 kg per fastening point. Thanks to 
the particularly low thermal conductivity of 0.029 W/(mK), a very slen-
der wall structure can be realised with this system.
